The main competition floor is a 54'x42’ spring floor. The warm-up area consists of one (1)
54’x42’ full foam floor, one (1) 12’x55’ spring tumble track and at least one (1) 12'x42’ foam
partner stunt/pyramid stations

e Competition ceiling height
Main floor and Warm-up area ceiling height has a minimum of 20’ available

e Coaches’ Credentials
Two (2) coaches per team are admitted FREE of charge. All additional coaches will be charged
the regular Adult admission price

e Music
ALL competition music MUST be on a CD (NOT a CD-RW) or in an MP3 player. Music should
stop at the end of the musical portion of your routine instead of requiring a manual stop.
